DEFINING THE PLAY
DESCRIBING THE WORLD OF THE PLAY
· Students have to explain and describe the world of the play

· We could start the definition by explaining the drama, whether it is dark (tragedy) or   

light (comedy)

· Students must delineate briefly the story of the play

THE KIND OF PLAY
· If the play is a heroic drama, the critic can notice that the hero is typically a great lover and warrior,  and like so many heroes of heroic drama is torn between love and duty 

 THE CENTRAL THEME
· Every play has one dominating ideas we called theme.
· Theme is futility of rationalization in the face of death
· Theme is the basic idea of the play largely determined the execution of the play
· It is not necessary to explore all of the dimension of theme
CHARACTERS DEFINED

· We should briefly note that play has certain number of characters, that only major and minor character.

PLOT
· It explains what actually happens in a general way

· It also represents a brief synopsis of the major action of the drama

SOURCE

· Here, the students should insert parenthetically or in apposition the place where the play was probably discovered

STYLE

· When we think of style, we must think about diction, the use of language, patterns of imagery, rhetorical devices, emphasis and even logic
OUTSTANDING FEATURES OF THE PLAY

· Whenever there is any aspect of play which is conspicuous in some sense, it should be highlighted as part of the definition
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
