PLOT
EXPOSITION / PRELIMINARY SITUATION

1. It is important for the reader to grasp (memahami) the initial situation to be to go on with the play

2. It includes: who are those people? Where are they? When is it? Who is speaking to whom and about what?

THE INCITING ACTION OR EXCITING FORCE OR CHALLENGE

1. It is the first part of exposition and it is dynamic

2. It contains a challenge, threat (ancaman) or danger to the condition of the protagonist

3. They confront the main characters or protagonist with a situation that he will not accept without resistance
THE RISING ACTION

1. It sometimes called the compilation
2. It ties the preliminary situation into a knot

3. It consists of actions taken by protagonist and by the forces against him

THE CLIMAX OR TURNING POINT

It is the event that determine how the conflict will end favorable (baik) or unfavorable (tidak baik) for the protagonist

THE DENOUNMENT/RESOLUTION/CATASTROPHE
It present the outcome, dispose of subplots and gives a glimpse of a new, stable situation
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
