· It was composed and performed for a national religious festival, mystery, and morality.
· Tragedy is a play which recounts an important and casually related series of events in the life of person

· Aristotle states that the purpose of tragedy is to arouse the emotion of pity and fear, and to produce the audience catharsis of these emotion.
· Tragedy deals with universal problem like excessive pride, curiosity, jealousy.

· Greek Tragedy addressed itself of a serious dimension of life and human character.

· The basic idea behind Greek Tragedy is that men learn through suffering.
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
